CONTEXT

This youth exchange is designed to improve the skills and competences of participants to establish effective multi religious and multicultural dialogue and suppress prejudice while expanding the idea of European citizenship. This exchange will provide the participants with specific knowledge and practical experience in implementing projects of coexistence of different religions at the local, national and international level. Tolerance, inter-religious, intercultural dialogue and European citizenship, as well as the active participation of young people will be dealt with through the exchange, all the days, and in particular will address the themes of influence of religion on the personal life of the individual and the social climate. In this way, participants will learn from each other on the basis of experience from different backgrounds and will face different social problems of different European countries. All participants will benefit from acquiring new knowledge and expanding their skills in the proposed themes.
This youth exchange focus on how participants could act to make changes in their local, national or international reality, and also how these levels can interact. The changes are focused on antidiscrimination and the spreading of fundamental human rights and European values, offering to the participants a pathway to self reflect on the needs of the society in order take initiative and come up with ideas for project, sharing good practices and be inspired in youth work. It's important to support their motivation and the acquirement of competences needed to deal with youth initiatives, projects and organizations, enforcing their role, importance, and possibilities in real change-making for a better society.
Since there are pretty few non-formal education and intercultural learning opportunities at local level, we want to point out that still a lot of young people are not well aware of international mobility and education programs, so we will involve them actively here. A lot of people might benefit from the information that they will gain about Erasmus+ when meeting participants who will share the experience about this training, appreciate diversity and curiosity towards other people and break stereotypes and prejudices.
Participants will:
- learn about communication styles prevailing in different countries and cultures;
- think about human rights protections;
- discuss prejudice and hate speech about certain groups;
- establish guidelines for interacting in multicultural and multi-religious surrounding;
- develop skills to identify discriminating discourses.
Selection process:

It will be performed by each organization, through a public appeal on the group email within the organization, so that the process is open and all members are informed about the project. However, it is agreed that if the coordinating organization sees the need, it has the right to request the applications submitted, to ensure transparency and eliminate possible conflicts of interest. Applicants will fill out a questionnaire that reveals the selection criteria. In order to validate the English knowledge, it is recommended to fill in the form in English.

- member (employee or volunteer) in the partner association

- basic knowledge of English (written, spoken) 

- young people aged from 23 to 29 years.
